Jessie, a sweet little 5 year old Beagle, came into the group because her owner had become ill and was no longer able to care for her.  Jessie was staying with her owner’s daughter’s family, but they were not able to care for her due to other obligations.  This was very difficult for the family, who were also concerned that Jessie be placed with the right family as she takes medication for seizures.  Jessie only had to come to one adoption fair where she was adopted by a lovely couple who will be able to give her the attention she deserves!
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Iona, a loveable 8 month old Tabby, was rescued from a local shelter.  She is missing some fur due to wax from a hot candle.  Since this occurred before she came to us we are not certain how this happened.  Iona was adopted shortly after going to a cage at PetsMart by a wonderful family.
Of course when animals are rescued there are expenses. The costs to the group for Vet bills, food and litter in the months of January and February were $5,982.62.  We have been fortunate to have received monies from three fundraisers.  We made $2790 from the Santa Photos at PetsMart in December, $337.03 from a ‘Croppin for HEADS’ scrape -booking event given by HEADS member Tammy La Bar and $926.50 from a Little Caesar Pizza Kit sale organized by Board Member Angelique Rea.  Thank you as well to HEADS members Annette and John Downey for donating their driveway for the kits to be delivered.   Our current fundraiser is a candy bar sale organized by Board Member Lorraine Mlostek.

We have many exciting events planned for the coming year.  On April 9th Tammy La Bar is holding yet another 12 hour Croppin for HEADS fundraiser.  It will be held from 10:00 A.M. to 10:00 P.M. at the Westfield Center in Trenton.  Besides having the opportunity to work on your scrapebooking many vendors will be available for shopping.  Tammy is a great supporter of HEADS.  Besides the Scrapbooking events Tammy and her family have volunteered at the Santa Photos, by cleaning cages at PetsMart and fostering, so let’s be great supporters of her as well!  
We will be applying to run one of the beer tents at the Trenton Mid- Summer Festival to be held July 8th, 9th and 10th.  If we are lucky enough to have this great fundraising opportunity we will need a lot of help so please consider giving a few hours of your time.  We will participate in the festival regardless, so please keep some time open during the festival to donate for the sake of the animals.  A new fundraiser we are very excited about is a trip to the Windsor Casino planned for August 28th, we will provide you with more details in next quarter’s newsletter.
In February we received resignations from Carrie Bryant, PetsMart Liaison and Vanessa Hartlieb, Dog Coordinator. We would like to thank both Carrie and Vanessa for all they did for HEADS while on the Board and we wish them well. Lorraine Mlostek is acting as PetsMart Liaison in the interim and Sharon Roberts and Char Letavish are sharing the duties of Dog Coordinator until this position is filled.  
Please consider becoming a foster parent!  This is our single greatest need.  We receive more requests to rescue animals than we can handle because we do not have enough foster homes, especially for dogs.  There is such a demand in the area for dogs that the time they spend with you will probably be shorter than you want, as they are adopted so quickly.
